This Cabernet is an aromatic wine with ripe black and red cherry, 
blackcurrant and berry fruit. The palate is full-bodied, with juicy 
blackberry and red fruit, hints of black pepper, clove, and vanilla 
bean. The finish is moderately long with lingering cherry and berry 
notes and oak spice nicely supported by fine, balanced tannins.  
Enjoy with big, meaty dishes and rich sauces.
